A BIT OF SOUTHERN HISTORY

And the South is born

14 May 1607 Virginia, on the James
River near the Chesapeake Bay

It is Monday. The Colony of James-
town will be founded today on the East
coast of a land called Virginia. It will be
the first permanent English colony in
North America. The colonist arrived on
the shores of Virginia eighteen days ago

and came ashore at Cape Henry where
the Pastor of the expedition declared
three days of prayer and fasting to pre-
pare their hearts in preparation for a
dedication service. On 30 April a large
wooden cross was erected at Cape
Henry and a dedication service was

held that dedicated the continent of North America to
"God and His Son the Lord Jesus Christ". The expedi-
tion has spent a total of 17 days searching for a suit-
able location to plant the colony. Yesterday 13 May a
little peninsula 50 miles up the James River was cho-
sen as the site because the river cut a deep channel
very close to the shore and this made it easy for ocean
going vessels to tie up to the trees. It is also an excel-
lent location for defense against Spanish attack. Be-
cause it was the Christian Sabbath no work was done.

Today the colonist start building their town. The
sound of chopping will be heard through out the forest
and for miles around. This humble beginning will be
the place of the first American thanksgiving, the first
American style self government, the first American
free enterprise, the first American hero, and the first
American agrarian way of life. This will be the place
where the first African slaves will be off loaded, but
unlike the New England model, the Southern model of

slavery will be "bond" slavery and every one of the first
slaves to land in Jamestown will serve seven years and
be free. Later the new England model of slavery will
dominate North America. All that will later define
America will begin here. The aborigines of North
America (later called Indians) will watch in wonder as
European culture, religion and government spreads
across the continent.

The great chiefs of the aboriginal tribes will not
understand that the chopping sounds of the primitive
axes of James Town will reverberate and vibrate until
the entire world is shaken by American Christian cul-
ture. It is the sound of liberty, and it begins here in the
American Southland.

Reliving Florida's Past

MAY 1 1562 French Hugue-
not leader Jean Ribault landed at
the mouth of the St. John's River
today. He and his followers were
seeking to establish a colony for
French religious dissenters.

MAY 6 1851 Dr. John Gor-
rie, a physician in Apalachicola,
patented his ice-making machine
today. Gorrie, 1802-1855, looking
for a way to cool patients suffering
from malaria fever, was granted
Patent No. 8080. His invention led
the way for commercial ice making
machines and eventually for the
development of air conditioning.
He is one of two Floridians hon-
ored with a statue in the Capitol
Rotunda in Washington, D.C.

MAY 10 1861 Union presi-
dent Abraham Lincoln suspends
the writ of habeas corpus in Flor-
ida, citing the existence of an
"insurrection" against the United
States in that state.

MAY 11 1861 "The Cow-

boys," a local militia company, is

organized in Duval County today.
MAY 11 1905 The Florida

Legislature adopted the first auto-

mobile regulations today. All vehi-
cle owners were charged $2.00 to

MAY 16 1824 Edmund Kirby

Smith, Confederate general and
Commander of the Confederate
Trans-Mississippi West, was born
today in St. Augustine.

Smith was a graduate of West
Point (1845), fought in eight bat-
tles of the Mexican-American War,
taught mathematics at West Point,
was wounded in Indian fighting,
and was a noted botanist. In 1861,
he resigned his position with the
United States Army to enter Con-
federate service.

Florida selected him as one of
two individuals (John Gorrie was
the second) to represent the state
in the Hall of Statues in the Capi-
tol in Washington, D.C.

MAY 27 1891 Florida's first
Salvation Army Corps was estab-
lished today in Jacksonville. Five
years later on this date, a Salva-
tion Army officer was arrested
while conducting street services
and charged with disturbing the
peace.
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Self-Respecting Citizenship

By General Clement A. Evans, of Georgia, Cdr. Georgia Division United Confederate Veterans

I proceed to answer, first, that we persist in these
honorable commemorations of the days of the Confeder-
acy because we desire to retain the respect of every truly
brave and generous man in the world; but, above all, we
are resolved to maintain our respect for ourselves. We
know that defeat does not dishonor a noble people, but a
desertion of memories simply because the cause which
created them failed to win will and ought to bring dis-
grace without redemption. The esteem which Grant had
for Lee was due, in part, to the respect which Lee had
for himself. In an interview between these two great
chieftains near Appomattox, Lee said to Grant: "Before
we speak about surrender; I must say to you that I can
accept no terms that will not be honorable to my army."
This noble protest was made by the commander of about
12,000 effective men under arms, who were without ra-
tions, worn with a week's fighting in retreat, having am-
munition for only a few hours of battle, and surrounded
by a well-equipped enemy nearly ten times their num-
ber. Grant was too true a soldier, too generous as a man,
too honorable himself, to levy disgraceful terms upon his
noble foe. But I have thought over the issue if such
terms had been proposed. I think I know, for I was
there in the line of battle. I think I know that, had
Grant sought to disgrace that little army, the peerless
Lee and his faithful men would have sacrificed them-
selves that day upon the altar of their self-respect.

In the archives of England there is an old letter
written during the rebellion of the colonies against
Great Britain by Gov. Moultrie, of South Carolina, in
answer to a proposition made to him by an English lord
to have honors riches, and station conferred upon him if
he would constrain Carolina to remain allegiant to the
Crown; but the more noble American, although a cap-
tive, imprisoned and charged with treason replied at
once: "You doubtless have honorable intention, my lord
in making these proposals; but, should I accept them,
where could I fly to get away from myself?" Like the
great lawgiver of the Hebrew tribes, who chose the lot of
his people in preference to the crown of Egypt, this noble
Southern patriot in his prison e teemed his own honor in
bearing the reproach of the American rebellion above all
the rewards of England. Now, had we betrayed ourselves
by denying the truth of our convictions; had we in sheer
servility to the fate of misfortune pronounced our cause
a rebellion, our principles vicious, ourselves rebels, and
our leaders traitors, where could we have fled for escape
from the presence of our reproaching honor and the
spirit of our assassinated self-respect?

But the course pursued by the Southern soldier on
parole and the Southern people in defeat has gained the

respect of their countrymen and saved themselves from
abject disgrace. Turning from the front of war, they
faced the issues of peace once, and, by bravely breasting
all their obstacles are finally ending them. They made a
brave, necessary, and successful resistance to the policy
of an odious reconstruction, but agreed to all measures
necessary for the perfect fellowship of both States and
people in an imperishable union. They taxed themselves
to educate the negroes, who had been suddenly elevated
into citizenship without preparation. They resumed
their own political duties to the nation, and renewed
commercial relations with the reunited country. Mean-
while they have maintained their true conviction in a
most royal state- they have honored the ashes of their
slain comrades; they have cherished the spirit of com-
radeship; but in all these things they have borne no mal-
ice toward our government, nor failed in loyalty to its
constitution and laws. Thus have they established them-
selves in the good esteem of true men everywhere by
maintaining the essential quality of self-respecting citi-
zenship, and demonstrated that there are no nations on
earth more fairly entitled as the admiring regard of
mankind than these people of the Southern States, who
bravely fought for their views in actual war, as earnestly
contended for their political rights in peace, and are as
persistently resolved to advance the interests and de-
fend the honor of their country.

"Every man should endeavor to understand the
meaning of subjugation before it is too late...It means
the history of this heroic struggle will be written by the
enemy; that our youth will be trained by Northern
schoolteachers; will learn from Northern school books
their version of the war, will be impressed by the influ-
ences of history and education to regard our gallant
dead as traitors, and our maimed veterans as fit objects
for derision... The conqueror's policy is to divide the
conquered into factions and stir up animosity among
them...It is said slavery is all we are fighting for, and if
we give it up we give up all. Even if this were true,
which we deny, slavery is not all our enemies are fight-
ing for. It is merely the pretense to establish sectional
superiority and a more centralized form of government,
and to deprive us of our rights and liberties.”
